Research for the Benefit of SMEs

• Budget of ~€1.3 Bn

• Calls are Horizontal – can be on ANY topic

• Targeted at non-research capable SMEs

• EC provides funds to “outsource” R&D activities to 
research performers

• Lots of Competition

• EC Contribution 
• The Eligible Costs that can be matched by the EC

• EC Grant
• The ACTUAL EC grant paid to the project

• In-Kind
• Work done on the project by the partners without compensation

• Research & Technology Organisation

• RTD
• Research & Technological Development

• SME
• Small to Medium-Sized Enterprise (<250 FTE, <€50m)

• LE
• Large Enterprise (>250 FTE, >€50m)
